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e, Sjnoe by definition danger areas cm;,rise areas hazardous to 

navigation by.vessels or aircraft, they obviously must not include inhabited 
atolls. In consideration of this fact, it is noted that a revised danger 
area cannot be extended eastward fa,,.~ --+"er than Aili.ngir& Atoll since the 
adjacent atoll (Rongelap) contains 112 indigenes. Latitudinal expansion 
of a corMned danger area beyond the pr essnt scope of Eniwetok knger Area 
(150 miles) would entail a si_milar.problem by overlapping Wotho Atoll, also 
inhabited. Thus, it is noted.that the refised danger area propsed below 
contains only Eniwetok, Bikini, and Ailinginae - all of which are uniMbit.ed 
atolls. 

2, In view of the above, it is recommended: , 

a. That. the status of Bikini Atoll and its territorial waters as a 
closed area under United Nations Xcr?menu + be established s,this has not 
previously been dzne.

b. That upon the establishment of Bikini Atoll and its territorial 
waters as a "closed area", the "Bikini Danger Area" mentioned in subpara- 
.graph 1.d. above be cancelled. 

C. That the Eniw-&ok Danizger Area be extended along its north and 
south parallels to a distance of 6L miles east of the center of Bikini 
Atoll to longitude 166': 281 east. Accordingly, with modification of one 
coordinate only, the retisedEhZXETCK/RXIIiI Danger Area would be that 
area bounded by the Meridians 166'351 - uSGo east longitude, ard by 
the parallels lC"15r - 120&&' north latitude, eu area 150 by 350 miles. 

d, Tjat consideration be given to withholding publication of the 
revised danger area in the requisi'z hytiographic notices until such time 
as the k'&;ric Energy Commiss'ion has ma*te_rial on Bikini of special secyurity 
sig%ficance.
