A reference to hydrographic
charts will give you exact latitude and longitude. :

During December and January we plan to make a complete circuit
of all the atolls, and we should be able to complete a fairly wide
coverage of the Marshalls area, However, our present supply of 5-
gallon and l-ga2llon tins will not be adequate for this complete project,
We suggest you send us another shipment of three dozen each of both
types of containers,
