7. We are continuing with our plans for the armed ser-
vices providing transportation.to:and from the erea, .. _
facilities for living and working while at Bikini, anmd
other services separate from the actual study of radio-
bivlogy, but essential to completing the mission.

8. July 1, 1948 % i5 being used as the departure date with
return to the mainland by not later than August 10,1948.

Members of our laboratory staff will continue the preparations
for the expedition during my absence from the country during the
next few days.
