For Engebi, the official U.S. decision vaa that the ialalld vaa 
potentially too dangeroua to permit residea.ce there. Accordingly, th~ 
Enewetak hsettl-.nt Project escladu 111.pbi u a hahitatiaD pl&ca. 

A basic question aov arises u to vb.at •hould be done vith respect to 
Bikini :Ialaud vb.re aoae 40 houai.Dg unita aAd one cocmunity building 
have been cocapleted for tha people of Bikini. Sov:.e 150 Bikiniana are 
vaitin& on Kili planning to move to Bik..ini Ialand ill September. Thia 
would be the firse official contingent of the approximately 700 former 
Biki.nians vho have indicated they vi.ah to return to !ikini ~all. 
Additionally, there are so~ 70 Bikinis.na already residing on B1kini 
Ialand. These barTe drifted back 011 their OWi! during the paat two 7aara.

My comments on the accompanying report on the M-boats 
~t Bikini Atoll. 

Since I arrived on Bikini over six months are the·M-~oats have been one of 
my bicgest problems. One of the three has never run in all of this time. 
The other two have run sporadically. Most of the observations made by Hr. 
Kirk I can personally verify. Having spent over six months with these 
M-boats I can relate many instanc~s that back up his conclusions. 

There have been times when we have tLied to move one of the inoperative 
M-boats by tying one of the running M-boats to it and using the po~!r from 
this one to move both of them, and have one or both of the engines on the 
running boat cut out and fail to restart (the batteries soon go dead upon 
repeated attempts). In one instance we ncnrly were blown out to sea before 
we managed to get one of the other engines running and move back to the dock. 
-- When the two running boats are docking and the engines are changed from 
ahead to astern one of the engines frequently fails. 

The ramps on the boats frequently do not operate and off-loading of many itc: 
especially heavy equipment, is impossible. -- The ra!llps have been down 
numerous tim~s and the winches have been unable to lift them, and in two cns( 
the ramps fell into the water and could not be raised without special 
assistance. 

The latest instance of repeated malf~nctioning of these M-boats occurred 
during the pnst three weeks. The Atomic Energy Corr.mission ch~rtcred on~ of 
the bo.:its for their use in conducting their work on various islands on the 
atoll. In three weeks the ~1-~ont was used only five hours due to sundry 
mechanical problems. They used our Boston Hhaler instead of the 11-boat. 

All-of these defects and problems require at lenst the services of one full 
time marine engineer. We have not had a q~lified marine engineer on Bikini 
for over four months and the man we had originally was ovcrworl~cd to the 
point of not being able to even keep up with the problems as they occurred, 
let alone get ahead of them. Needless to say, the problems we have had with 
the M-boats have slowed the- rehabilitation progrnm down. And now that we 
are starting to work on the island of Bikini we need a M-boat operating every 
work day. And the safety factor, which is foremost, has not evcn'been 
mentioned. ' 
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This project requires one well equiped U-boat in good running condition all 
of th~ time •nd one full time, qualified marine engineer to maintain and 
oper;t'e the :'oat. We have neither. I will not be responsible for accidents 
resulting in darnae;e to or loss of equipment and/or injury to or loss of 
life, that result from the malfunction or improper operation of the M-boats. 

I request that you initiate action in all possible haste to obtain for us a 
safely running M-boat and a qualified marine engineer. Please advise rne of 
your action as soon as possible.
