There should be a scientific director integrating and assessing
the entire Pacific effort.

Should the issue of ocean burial of contaminated soils be reopened
with EPA?

Role of Advisory Group

Hal Hollister asked the Advisory Group to expand its scope to include

the whole Marshall Islands program. The Advisory Group agreed. A review
of the 13-Atoll survey plan initiates the expanded scope. Hal Hollister
also solicited advice on a technical coordinator/manager/director of Pacific
