2. Through May, total costs amounted to $48,300, with 

anticipated additional costing of about $12,000. 

3. The costs are valid and include approximately $4,000 paid by 

H&N for packing and crating and port handling costs for the 

new trailer now at Ebeye. 

4. I am enclosing a copy of the monthly statement for May for 

the Medical Examination Program, and shall be glad to send 

you copies of future monthly statements.
