1. The Chief of the Bureau of Jledicinc and Sur;ery has requested thnt 
the follovd .• "1.c; directive be promulgated to separation activities by 
Separation Circular Letter. Accordingly it is published for in.forma­
tion and compliance. 

1ri. It is C.irected that all personnel being separated from 
the na.Yal ser1rice 1·rl:o vrere Oii. duty in connection 1'Tith 'O;iera­
tion Crossroads' or 1-ri th tho Radiological Safety Frocram of 
the HaV'J, be :;iven a cor.1plete blood count prior to separation. 

1r2. It is further directed. that any abnorr.ialities (white 
com1ts bclovr 4,ooo or above 11,000 are considered abi:ornal) 
observed after repeated tests be re~Jorted to the :3urcau of 
liedicine a.'!d Surgery by dispatch and that personnel con­
cerned be retained on board pendin~ further instructions 
from the Durcau of Eedicine and Surgery·. 11
