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Attached is a réport by James Sugden of this office covering a
SAC meeting held at Kirtland regarding a program to fire ICEM
Atlas missiles from Vandenberg to Eniwetok Atoll. :

It.is strongly recommended that, before such a program is ap-
proved, the AEC be fully briefed on the guidance system and
the dependability of the missile accuracy.
