13. Floods continue to disrupt Chinese overland transport:
The consul general at Hong Kong reports that flood waters are
receding in the Yangtze and Huai valleys. A Dutch courier,
however, making a round trip by rail from Hong Kong to Peiping,
took 14-1/2 days for the trip, which is usually completed in
six days. (C Hong Kong 468, Joint Weeka 35, 3 Sept 54)

Comment: The water level at Wuhan on the Yangtze dropped
to 95 feet 3 inches on 3 September from the peak of 98 feet
6 inches on 18 August. Flood danger, however, will continue
on the Yangtze for at least one more month.
