As you are aware, the Atomic Energy Commissicn and the Department
of Tefense jointly will conduct a series of nuclear tests at the
Pacific Proving Ground in the near future. ¥e feel that you may
ba interasted in observing the detonation of one of the high yiald
test devices, and we take this opportunity to invite you to par-
ticipate in one of six Official Cbserver trips. The first of the
trips is to depart wWashington about April 26 with the others fol-
lowing at intervals of stent fifteen days. It is planned that
obtserver parties will leave “ashington aboard a special mission
aircraft about six days ahead of the scheduled date of the shot,
be in the forward area about four days, and then return, laking
four days for the returmm trip. Ia all, the itime away from ¥ashing-
ton will be some twelve days, mors or less.

Recause scoommodations at the test site azre limited, I would ap-
preciate early information 28 te vwhether or not you will be able
to attend, together with indication of the peried or periods
convenient. Should you bes able to atitend, one of our staff will
centact you relative to details.
