civilian chairman. Mr. Donald F. Carpenter became the first
chairman of the reorganized committee and when later made
Chairman of the MunitiGns Board was succeeded by Mr. Wil-
liam Webster. The Committee, augmented by ci.villansprom-
inent in science and industry, also serves as a ccmmittee
of the Research and Development Board with broad authority
delegated to it by that Beard in the field of research and
development.

“I want to record my personal satisfaction with the
existing statute governing matters in the field of atomic
energy, and to express by pleasure, also, at the way in
which relationships between the National Military Estab-
lishment and the Atomic Energy Commission are being con-
