1. Bikin® Lagoonh was entirely deserted for mony months in the ~utumn of
1946 onf the first few months of 1947. It was in charrce of officials
locrted at Kwajelein, about 2CO miles away.

2. Seigmic methods were unable to detect Test Able at any arpreciable
distance,

3. Ty determining radioactive materials in the air, it was found possible,
according to some nhysicists, to detect Test Able in western USA; but
according to other ohysicists, the signal to noise ratio was not
suffinient to accomplish such detectione— using the irperfect
equipment and procedures then ~vailable.

4. Seismic methods were abhle to detect Test Baker. My recollection is that
senaitivity weg snfficient for making the detection at several thousand
miles., But it is my recollectlon also that detection in this instance
doesg not necegsarily mean distinguishing an atomic bomb exnlosion from
natural selsmic effects.

5. A fair fraction of the radioactive materizls in Test Baker were thrown
into the alr, and drifted to leeward. It is my recollection that the
vrlue of this fraction was determined with very unsatisfactory sccuracy;
also that detection of the exvlogion by measuring amount of radioactive
materials in alr was found not to be feansible at distance of, sy, &
few thousand miles.

€. Some analyses were made,s'ortly after each explosion, tn show the
efficiency of the bomb; these z2nalyses were canable of revealing the
identity of the fissionadle material used. It is my lmpression also
that, in the year-later expedition to Rivini, further analyses were
r~de, canable of s'owing the efficiency dnd the identify of the
ficgionable material. I do not know whether any analvses of this
t. e were made on radioactive materials found swecifically in the

mad, * ow o

In the three-day conference starting Febd. 3, 1947, on the results
of Operation Crossroads, it was brought out very clearly that the remote
detection wroblem is a complicated one., Digtinguishing signels from noise
is a major question. Also, some methods might show sugrestion that an
atomic bomb exnlosion had occurred, but not nroof; other methods might
be good for proof once the suggrstion had been advanced., Some methods
might show the existence, but not the location, of an atomic exnlosion.
A full answer involves many kinds of information. The whole matter ise
beyond the extent of my knowledge. One would do well to confer with

the nercons menticned above, or with Dr.E.S. Gilfillsan, Technisal Director
of the Joint Croscroafs Committee.
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
